! Peter, an apostle of Jesus Christ,

To those who are elect exiles of the Dispersion in Pontus, Galatia, Cappadocia, Asia, and
Bithynia, 2 according to the foreknowledge of God the Father, in the sanctification of the Spirit,
for obedience to Jesus Christ and for sprinkling with his blood:

May grace and peace be multiplied to you.

3 Blessed be the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ! According to his great mercy, he has
caused us to be born again to a living hope through the resurrection of Jesus Christ from the
dead, * to an inheritance that is imperishable, undefiled, and unfading, kept in heaven for you,
> who by God's power are being guarded through faith for a salvation ready to be revealed

in the last time. ¢ In this you rejoice, though now for a little while, if necessary, you have been
grieved by various trials, 7 so that the tested genuineness of your faith—more precious than
gold that perishes though it is tested by fire—may be found to result in praise and glory and
honor at the revelation of Jesus Christ. 8 Though you have not seen him, you love him. Though
you do not now see him, you believe in him and rejoice with joy that is inexpressible and filled
with glory, ? obtaining the outcome of your faith, the salvation of your souls.

19 Concerning this salvation, the prophets who prophesied about the grace that was to be yours
searched and inquired carefully, ' inquiring what person or time the Spirit of Christ in them
was indicating when he predicted the sufferings of Christ and the subsequent glories. '? It was
revealed to them that they were serving not themselves but you, in the things that have now
been announced to you through those who preached the good news to you by the Holy Spirit

sent from heaven, things into which angels long to look.

" Beloved, | urge you as sojourners and exiles to abstain from the passions of the flesh, which
wage war against your soul. '> Keep your conduct among the Gentiles honorable, so that when
they speak against you as evildoers, they may see your good deeds and glorify God on the day
of visitation.

'3 Be subject for the Lord’s sake to every human institution, whether it be to the emperor as
supreme, ' or to governors as sent by him to punish those who do evil and to praise those

who do good. ' For this is the will of God, that by doing good you should put to silence the
ignorance of foolish people. ' Live as people who are free, not using your freedom as a cover-
up for evil, but living as servants of God.

'8 Servants, be subject to your masters with all respect, not only to the good and gentle but also
to the unjust. ' For this is a gracious thing, when, mindful of God, one endures sorrows while
suffering unjustly. 2° For what credit is it if, when you sin and are beaten for it, you endure? But if
when you do good and suffer for it you endure, this is a gracious thing in the sight of God.

21 For to this you have been called, because Christ also suffered for you, leaving you an
example, so that you might follow in his steps. 22 He committed no sin, neither was deceit found
in his mouth. 2 When he was reviled, he did not revile in return; when he suffered, he did not
threaten, but continued entrusting himself to him who judges justly. * He himself bore our sins
in his body on the tree, that we might die to sin and live to righteousness. By his wounds you
have been healed. * For you were straying like sheep, but have now returned to the Shepherd

and Overseer of your souls.

'8 For Christ also suffered once for sins, the righteous for the unrighteous, that he might bring
us to God, being put to death in the flesh but made alive in the spirit, '? in which he went and
proclaimed to the spirits in prison, 2° because they formerly did not obey, when God'’s patience
waited in the days of Noah, while the ark was being prepared, in which a few, that is, eight
persons, were brought safely through water. ' Baptism, which corresponds to this, now saves
you, not as a removal of dirt from the body but as an appeal to God for a good conscience,
through the resurrection of Jesus Christ, 2 who has gone into heaven and is at the right hand of

God, with angels, authorities, and powers having been subjected to him.

4 Since therefore Christ suffered in the flesh, arm yourselves with the same way of thinking, for
whoever has suffered in the flesh has ceased from sin, 2 so as to live for the rest of the time in
the flesh no longer for human passions but for the will of God. * For the time that is past suffices
for doing what the Gentiles want to do, living in sensuality, passions, drunkenness, orgies,
drinking parties, and lawless idolatry. * With respect to this they are surprised when you do not
join them in the same flood of debauchery, and they malign you; 5 but they will give account to
him who is ready to judge the living and the dead. ¢ For this is why the gospel was preached
even to those who are dead, that though judged in the flesh the way people are, they might live

in the spirit the way God does.

Resist him, firm in your faith, knowing that the same kinds of suffering are being
experienced by your brotherhood throughout the world. ' And after you have suffered a little
while, the God of all grace, who has called you to his eternal glory in Christ, will himself restore,
confirm, strengthen, and establish you. ' To him be the dominion forever and ever. Amen.
